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My Dear Friends,                    October 18, 2009 - Twenty-Ninth Sunday in Ordinary Time 
      
      WELCOME BISHOP BARNES, here this weekend to celebrate our Sunday 10:00 and 12:00 noon masses. Even though 
Bishop is not here for any special occasion, it always is a special occasion when he celebrates Eucharist with us. The Bishop 
is the chief pastor of every church in his Diocese, so he brings us a special appreciation of how our Parish belongs to a larger 
flock of parishes under his guidance, the Church of San Bernardino, CA. By his office as Bishop, he also links us with the 
other Bishops of the United States Catholic Conference of Bishops (USCCB) for an even larger sense of Church! 
      Here is some lore about dioceses and Bishops, especially for the younger members of our Congregation: There are 194 
Dioceses in the US, and 32 Archdioceses; these are geographic divisions that frequently follow county and state boundary 
lines. Archdioceses are usually larger cities, or sometimes more historically important ones. Dioceses belong to ecclesiastical 
provinces headed by the Archbishop (or Cardinal Archbishop) of the nearby Archdiocese. We are in the Province of Los 
Angeles, together with the Archdiocese of Los Angeles and the Dioceses of Fresno, Monterey, Orange and San Diego. Then 
these provinces are also organized into larger geographical units called regions of the Bishop’s Conference. So you can see 
that a Bishop, besides running his own Diocese, goes to a lot of meetings! 
      We should remember, though, that his administrative role is not as important as his main role of pastoring. That is why 
one special thing we see when a Bishop is at Mass is his crosier (crook or staff), modeled on the crook used by shepherds to 
keep sheep moving with their flock. A bishop also has a special miter , a two piece stiff hat removed when he says a prayer of 
the Mass, and a red-purple skull cap called a zucchetto.  Finally, look for the special Bishop’s ring on his right hand, symbol 
of his authority, given to him by the Pope.

Estas enseñanzas son especialmente para la gente más joven de 
la Congregación: Hay 194 Diócesis en Estados Unidos, y 32 Arquidiócesis; estas son divisiones geográficas que usualmente 
siguen las líneas ya trasadas de los condados y estados. Por lo general Las arquidiócesis, son ciudades más grandes o a veces 
más importantes históricamente. Las diócesis pertenecen a las provincias eclesiásticas dirigidas por un Arzobispo (o Arzobispo 
Cardenal) a las cuales se encuentran cerca. Nosotros pertenecemos a la Provincia Eclesiástica de Los Ángeles, a la cual 
también pertenece La Arquidiócesis de Los Ángeles, las Diócesis de Fresno, Monterey, Orange y San Diego. Estas provincias 
a su vez, pertenecen a unidades mayores llamadas regiones de la conferencia de Obispo. Con esta explicación nos damos 
cuenta que un Obispo no solo esta encargado de su Diócesis sino que aparte tiene muchas juntas a que acudir. 
      Sin embargo, recordemos que su trabajo como administrador no es más importante que su trabajo como pastor. Es por eso 
que el Obispo carga un bastón que representa un bastón de pastor, con el cual el pastor hace a las ovejas avanzar junto con 
todo el rebaño. El Obispo también tiene un gorro con pico, el cual se quita cuando dice las oraciones de la Misa y un tipo 
gorro redondo, pegado a su cabeza, de color purpura. Finalmente, veamos el anillo que porta el Obispo en su mano derecha, 
símbolo de su autoridad dada por el Papa.

Some people refuse to believe in a loving God because they 
see so much suffering in the world. How can suffering be a 
part of a just world created by God?  
 

The mystery of suffering confronts each of us at some point 
in our lives. Some see suffering as punishment for sin. For 
others it becomes a source of deep rooted bitterness. But 
there are those who see it as an occasion for growth in love 
sometimes through healing divisions and bringing people 
closer together. Jesus’ suffering does not remove our pain, 
however it does give meaning to a real human experience 
that may seem meaningless. His sharing in our pain and 
suffering and his victory over death give us hope in sharing 
his risen glory. When we are able to accept suffering out of 
love for God and God’s people, it can become for us a source 
of new life and awareness of our connection to others and the 
world. Just as James and John misunderstood the mission of 
Jesus, today’s disciples at times also continue to 
misunderstand the mission. 
 

In this Sunday’s Opening Prayer we ask God to remove our 
blindness and fear so we may be gifted with the strength, joy 
and passion to become servants to one another and the world. 
There are many involved in the various ministries of parish 
life. Some may choose to be in a ministry not out of a desire 
to serve, but because of a place of prestige or ambition or 
power-seeking. The same is true in the workplace; we even 
use language like, “moving up the ladder.” Living out the 
mission of Jesus challenges us to seek the opposite direction. 
Those in my life who I most admire and hope to emulate, are 
those who have given themselves selflessly. They share of 
themselves not out of self gain, power-seeking or ambition, 
but out of a desire to be of service without the expectation of 
compensation. They know that when they give of themselves 
to others they are in no way diminished, but blessed.
