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My Dear Friends,                                 October 25, 2009 - Thirtieth  Sunday in Ordinary Time 
 

       “I don’t know, Sister Mary,” my 85-year-old Aunt Josephine said, as she related that some of her children now attend a 
“Christian Church” with praise music and contemporary message preaching.  “Sometimes I feel like it’s the same stuff all the 
time, the same readings year after year.  I feel like I’ve heard it so many times.  Why can’t we at least have different 
readings?” 
      We use a lectionary in our Roman Catholic Church.  For Sundays there is a 3 year cycle of readings from Hebrew 
scripture, the New Testament scriptures and the Gospels.  We are in year B, and year C will begin on the first Sunday of 
Advent.  For the weekdays, there is a two year cycle of readings, many of them not repeated on Sundays. 
      The wisdom of the lectionary approach is that, after much debate and study, the Church selected readings that: 1) it 
regarded as most essential to our faith 2) represented the full range of Scripture, even passages that we might have preferred to 
skip because they told us things we found offensive or problematic.  Of these we might think of the scriptures we have heard 
recently telling us the hard teaching of Jesus against divorce and against excessive wealth. 
      When I was a freshman in college, a teacher got off the track into just giving life advice.  One thing this teacher said was:  
“by the time you are 22, hopefully you have heard the great ideas of Western thought and been exposed to all the fields of 
knowledge.  After that, all learning is going deeper into the knowledge we have already touched.  If you don’t understand 
that, you will be bored for life.”  Being lectionary Christians is something like that: we have to be willing to go deeper into the 
scriptures we hear every three years. We have to open ourselves to a deeper understanding of these familiar texts. 
      Does the lectionary approach have drawbacks?  Yes.  It does sometimes prevent the preacher from speaking from the heart 
about what is of most concern to him or the community.  Non-lectionary preachers might decide what they want to say, and 
then choose a scripture to fit their message.  That approach, used by many Protestant churches, also has its obvious 
advantages!  You can see, though, that it might happen easily that the preacher imposes quite an individual understanding on 
the text he chooses. 
      So, Aunt Jo, I hope you stay with us, probing again the texts you have heard for so many years, letting their wisdom carry 
you closer to the Lord!

Mis Queridos Amigos,                  25 de Octubre de 2009 - XXX Domingo Ordinario  
 

 “No se, hermana Maria,” dijo mi tía Josefina de 85 años, mientras contaba que sus hijos atendían una “iglesia Cristiana”  
con música de orgullo y mensajes de oración.  “Hay veces que pienso que es lo mismo, las mismas lecturas año tras año.  
Siento que lo e escuchado tantas veces. ¿Por qué no podemos tener nuevas lecturas?” 
 Utilizamos leccionario en nuestra Iglesia Católica Romana. Para los domingos, hay un ciclo de tres años de lecturas 
basadas en lecturas de hebreo, en el nuevo testamento, y las escrituras y los evangelios. Estamos en el año B, el año C  
comienza el primer domingo de Adviento. De lunes a viernes hay un ciclo de dos años de lecturas, cuales no son regularmente 
repetidos los domingos.  
La sabiduría del enfoque leccionario es que, después de mucho debate y estudio, la iglesia eligió lecturas que: 1) eran esencial 
de nuestra fe 2) que representan toda la gama de las Escrituras, incluso las rutas que hemos ignorado porque las encontramos 
ofensivo o problemáticas. De estas podríamos pensar en las escrituras que han escuchado recientemente que nos dice la  
enseñanza de Jesús contra el divorcio y contra la riqueza excesiva.    
 Durante mi primer año en el colegio, una maestra constantemente daba sugerencias y consejos de la vida. Una cosa 
que dijo esta maestra fue:    “para cuando cumplan 22 años, esperamos que puedan haber oído las grandes ideas del  
pensamiento occidental y hayan sido expuestos a todos los campos del conocimiento. Después de eso, todo aprendizaje es 
profundizar el conocimiento que ya hemos tocado. Si no lo comprenden estarán aburridos de por vida.” 
  Ser cristiano leccionario es algo así: tenemos que estar dispuestos a profundizar en las Escrituras que escuchamos  
cada tres años. Tenemos que abrirnos a un mayor entendimiento de estos textos conocidos. ¿El enfoque leccionario tiene  
inconveniencias? Sí. Ay veces, que previene al predicador que hable desde el corazón sobre lo que es de mayor interés para él 
o la comunidad. Los que no predican al leccionario pueden decidir  lo que quieren decir, y luego elijen una escritura para 
adaptarse a su mensaje. Este enfoque, utilizado por muchas iglesias protestantes, también tiene sus ventajas evidentemente! 
Usted puede ver, sin embargo, que podría ocurrir fácilmente que el predicador impone toda una comprensión individual sobre 
el texto que elija. 
 De tal manera, tía Josefina, espero que te quedas con nosotros, probando una vez más los textos que ha escuchado 
durante tantos años, dejando que su sabiduría te lleve más cerca del Señor!

“¡Sálvame!” de mis incredulidades, de mis tristezas, de 
mis desesperaciones, de mis miedos, de todo aquello que 
ciega mi fe. Una gran lección mis padres me han dado. 
Mi madre saco fuerzas de sus entrañas mientras mi padre 
se resignaba l la voluntad del Todopoderoso. Mis padres 
se sintieron colgados de esa rama al igual que yo. Ellos 
tenían que dejar lo poco que tenían y viajar del estado de 
Utah a California. Llegar a un lugar desconocido, sin 
familia quien le pueda echar una mano. Soltaron la rama 
a ojos serrados. Mi padre esta fuera de peligro. Riñones 
se recuperan mi madre se ha recuperado de su accidente. 
Todos los seres humanos pasamos por momentos que 
muchas de las veces son inexplicables, donde nos acercan 
a exclamar por un ser que pueda ayudarnos en nuestras 
necesidades.

2 Growing in the Word of the Lord...Creciendo en la P alabra del Señor 
Our gospel today expresses a dramatic meeting between  
Bartimaeus (the blind man) and Jesus. This meeting is loaded 
with lessons which we can bring home. Read again their  
animating conversation: Bartimaeus shouted, “Jesus, Son of 
David, have pity on me.” Jesus said, “What do you want me 
to do for you?” Bartimaeus replied, “Master, I want to see”. 
Jesus told him, “Go your way; your faith has saved you.” 
Immediately he received his sight and followed him… 
 

If you really want to ask something from Jesus, and before 
you could open your mouth, he asks you: “What do you want 
me to do for you?” What would your answer be? Is it to get a 
job? To win the lottery? To regain your health? To be rich 
and famous? Or to be happy? But to the blind man, his answer 
was so simple: “MASTER, I WANT TO SEE!” 
 

After that encounter, two MIRACLES happened… 
 

First: MIRACLE OF SIGHT! Bartimaeus’ heartbeat translated 
into words what he wanted Jesus to do for him. And Jesus 
saw in Bartimaeus’ heart the desire to see. Jesus’ compassionate 
heart made the wish of the blind man became possible – he 
was able to see. In this encounter, the language spoken is 
LOVE. And LOVE creates miracles; LOVE sees the deeper 
dreams of the human heart.  
 

Second: MIRACLE OF FAITH! Bartimaeus shouted, “Son 
of David, have pity on me!” It was a prayer of faith and it 
touched Jesus’ heart which compelled him to say: “Your 
FAITH has saved you.” FAITH saves, and it empowers 
someone to be a DISCIPLE. Bartimaeus is no longer sitting 
passively to receive alms, but proactively walking with Jesus 
all the way to the cross. 
 

Today, Jesus CHALLENGES us to see everyone with the 
EYES of LOVE. The power of sight does not only see the 
outside but penetrates to the heart of a person. It does not 
only see what is beautiful but it brings out what is graceful in 
a person. Jesus summons us to see with the EYES OF FAITH. 
The power of faith moves the heart to work wonders. It makes 
us disciples to walk humbly with Jesus. Not as a passive 
companion in the journey but a proactive servant in building 
the kingdom.  
 

Today, with the grace of sight and the blessing of faith, let us 
powerfully pray this prayer of Blessed Mother Teresa to Jesus 
and be our vision in living life in its fullest this week: 
 

“He is the life that I want to live, 
He is the light that I want to radiate; 

He is the love with which I want to love, 
He is the joy that I want to share 

He is the peace that I want to sow; 
Jesus is everything to me, 

Without him I can do nothing.” 
 

“What do you want me to do for you?” If at this moment 
Jesus was in front of you asking you this question, what 
would your response be?
